1. All exhibited material must be the property of the exhibitor. 

2. All exhibits must be prepared and set up by the exhibitor. If prior arrangements are made with the Exhibit Chair, however, an agent for an exhibitor may set up and/or take down an exhibit for an exhibitor. 

3. Any exhibited material known to be a copy or replica must be labeled as such. Failure to do so could disqualify an exhibit from receiving an award. 

4. All exhibits must be in place by 10:00 AM Saturday, October 6 , 2012. Exhibits may not be removed before Noon on Sunday, October 7, 2012, unless special permission is obtained from the Exhibit Chair. Exhibits must be removed by 3:30 PM on Sunday, October 7, 2012. 

5. The name or identity of a competitive exhibitor will not appear in the exhibit (including photographs of the exhibitor or of family members, through which the identity of the exhibitor can be deduced). 

6. Exhibit cases will be furnished on request; however, an exhibitor may furnish his/her own case(s). 

7. An exhibitor may enter more than one exhibit, but no more than two. The maximum number of cases per exhibitor is six (6). 

8. There will be one exhibit category. 

9. A People's Choice award will also be presented for the most popular exhibit as determined by the votes of Convention attendees. 

10. Please provide a brief synopsis of your exhibit with the exhibit application to be given to all convention attendees along with a ballot to vote for the peoples choice exhibit.

11. The decisions of the Exhibit Chair are final. 

12. Non-competitive exhibits will be welcomed if space permits; this is at the discretion of the Exhibit Chair. 

13. The North Carolina Numismatic Association will provide security, but all exhibits are displayed at the risk of the owner.
